Suckfizzle 2005 SBS

The jewel on the crown of the
Stella Bella empire; Suckfizzle SBS
almost parallels the great wines

of Bordeaux (appellation Pessac
Leognan). Reflecting scrupulous
winemaking techniques; complex oak
vanilla (hints of smokiness), herbal
tones and of course prominent

kiwi and guava fruits. Immense

on the palate, long and clean.
Sophisticated, supple and sexy.

Smithbrook, The Yilgarn SB 2006

A good example of poise and
integration. Vanilla bean, and
sweet cinnamon intermingles with
passionfruit and guava. Characters
not dissimilar to cinnamon tea
cake swirl in a waltz upon an

oak ballroom floor. Great fun,

but carries a serious note too —
multifaceted and broadly appealing.

Stella Bella 2007 SSB

A classic concoction of Margaret
River’s best; intriguing use of

oak though not at all dominating,
juxtaposed with slightly restrained
gooseberry, honeysuckle and cinnamon.
Herbal notes increase complexity,
nice and weighty on the palate, fresh
finish with flavours evolving long
after this wine has left your mouth.

Lenton Brae Wilyabrup SSB 2007

As multifaceted as a cut diamond,
Edward Tomlinson has succeeded
in crafting an outstanding wine.
Tropical fruit bonanza, kiwifruit
and strong presence of lemon.
Rounded of palate and full of
tangible oak spiciness; fruit
intensity beckons another sip.

Hay Shed Hill Block 1 SSB 2007

Cracker of a wine for those lovers

of ‘integrated complex’. Voluminously
shellacked with French barrique
vanilla and Persian limes, it’s roomy,
elegant and refined. The oak gives it
extra dimensions; sweet spice verses
the cutting citrus acidity which
resolves to a taut fine finish.
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
